On the following pages, you will find two Summit Players paper dolls and a series of costumes 
to dress them in. These dolls and costumes were designed and drawn by Amelia Strahan, 
Summit Players Theatre Costume Designer, based on her costume designs for our 2019 
production of ROMEO AND JULIET, part of our Shakespeare in the State Parks programs. 
 
A few notes from Amelia: 
 

• Dolls should be printed on cardstock or backed with something similar in order for 
them to stand. Cut notches and fold the rectangle in half, then insert notches to create a 
base for the doll to stand on. 

• Costume pieces can be printed on plain printer paper.  
• In true Summit Players fashion, any costume piece can be worn by either doll. 
• Hats need to have a slit cut along the dotted lines in order for them to slide onto the 

dolls' heads.  
• Color in the pieces however you like, cut everything out, and enjoy your Summit 

Players Paper Dolls! 
• Always have adult supervision or assistance when cutting out pieces!
